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Welcome to Center REP’s 57th Season, and 
the technicolor, Looney Tunes world of the 
Brewster home. I chose ARSENIC AND OLD 
LACE to kick off my inaugural season as 
Artistic Director because, after over 80 years, 
it’s still outrageously funny. I also chose it 
because it has something to say about being 
seen and the unexpected depths we discover 
in one another.  

While revisiting the text, I was delightfully 
surprised by how these ladies were getting 
away with murder: no one sees who 
they really are. People see them for what 
they present on the surface: two sweet 
elderly sisters who are cornerstones in their 
community. But they are so much more! 
This theme of identity and not being seen 
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for who you truly are runs through most of 
the characters of ARSENIC AND OLD LACE, 
priming it for a queer interpretation that 
mines anew at the comedy, horror, and 
theatrical roots of the story itself. After all, 
who knows more about life hidden in broad 
daylight than the queer community?

Kesselring picks up where queer auteurs of 
the 1920s and 30s left off, referencing no 
one more than James Whale, the visionary 
director behind FRANKENSTEIN and BRIDE 
OF FRANKENSTEIN. These monster movies 
are still viewed as coded narratives for the 
queer experience before one could live 
their authentic selves safely out and proud. 
One person’s monster is another’s hero, 
depending on your vantage point.  

This notion of discovering the monsters and 
heroes in our everyday lives is as potent 
today as it was when Kesselring wrote 
ARSENIC AND OLD LACE. As Kesselring was 



penning ARSENIC, America was perched on 
the precipice of World War II, and the rise 
of Fascism and the Nazi party was not just 
abroad, but also in our own backyard. In 
1939, over 20,000 people attended a Nazi 
rally at Madison Square Garden. I think some 
Americans then, like now, were surprised to 
learn some hard truths about their neighbors.  

As one of the oldest professional theatres in 
the region, Center REP has a storied history of 
producing classics. Inclusion is a central value 
at Center REP, and I’m proud to build on this 
pillar of our company with this re-envisioned 
classic. Our queer and allied troupe of theater 
makers have had a ball bringing this classic 
to life for you. I will forever be grateful to 
them for their incredible tenacity, talent, 
robust funny bones, and open hearts. In the 
queer community, and the family we find in 
ARSENIC AND OLD LACE, chosen family is 
essential to living a meaningful life. And now 



you, our audience, are part of that family. 
Thank you for coming and being part of the 
party!

It’s hard to believe that one of the great 
comedies of American theatre was inspired 
by a rash of horrific murders attributed to one 
of the few female serial killers in American 
history.    

Playwright Joseph 
Kesselring’s original 
treatment for Arsenic 
and Old Lace is said to 
have been inspired by 
the infamous story of 
Amy Archer Gilligan 
who, with her second husband (a wealthy 
businessman named Michael W. Gilligan), 
opened the Archer Home for the Elderly

and Infirm in Windsor, Connecticut in 1907. 
When Michael died three months after their 
marriage, Amy inherited his fortune and 
continued to run the Home.  

For its first few years, elderly boarders moved 
in, and Amy provided “care” services as 
they aged and lived out their lives. Things 
became suspect in 1911 when a multitude 
of untimely deaths suddenly plagued 
the Home, with records documenting 
48 residential deaths between 1911-

1916, whereas only a dozen deaths were 
documented in the years prior. 

While townsfolk gossiped about the high rate 
of death, a sister of one of the deceased men 
found a correspondence from Amy to her 
brother, pressuring him to give her money. 
This prompted the sister to contact local 
police, who initially ignored her requests for 
investigation. Not wanting to give up, she 
turned to the local newspaper, the Hartford 
Courant with a plea to look into the matter. 
Reporters began investigating the large 
string of deaths at the Home, and in May 
of 1916 a series of articles focusing on the 
“Murder Factory” started to gain traction.  

The local police and district attorney finally 
took notice and exhumed four recently 
deceased residents—as well as Amy’s second 
husband—all of whom showed traces of 
arsenic or strychnine in their systems. Local 



merchants confirmed that not only had Amy 
purchased large quantities of arsenic (that 
she claimed she was using as rat poison), 
but records showed some of the residents 
she killed were sent by Amy to purchase the 
drugs she used to poison them!   

Police also examined her second husband’s 
will (the source of her wealth) and 
determined that Amy had secretly forged a 
new will that transferred his wealth to her 
upon his death.

Amy was eventually arrested, and in 1917 
she was charged and tried for five counts 
of murder. Eventually the counts were 
dropped to a single charge of murder, and 
she was found guilty and sentenced to death. 
She appealed and in her second trial pled 
insanity and was again found guilty—but 
this time sentenced to life imprisonment. She 
remained at the Connecticut Hospital for the 
Insane until her death in 1962.	    

Kesselring, who most likely heard the story of 
the gruesome murders growing up, originally 
wrote the play as a drama titled Bodies in 
our Cellar. His producers, the famed writing / 
producing team Howard Lindsay and Russell 
Crouse (who co-wrote the original theatrical 
script for The Sound of Music), suggested 
that making the play a comedy would make 
it all that more effective, even suggesting the 
title—which itself was a spin on a popular 
work by humorist Frank Sullivan titled 



Broccoli and Old Lace. 

The play was an immediate hit on Broadway 
and in London’s West End and was the most 
popular of Kesselring’s dozen plays. In 1944 
it was adapted into a hit movie, directed by 
Frank Capra and starring Cary Grant. The 
Broadway production saw several national 
tours, was made into a TV movie and even a 
radio play. The last Broadway revival was in 
1986 with Polly Holiday, Jean Stapleton, Tony 
Roberts, and Abe Vigoda.  





This past August, Arsenic and Old Lace 
director Matt M. Morrow, actors Danny Scheie 
(Abby Brewster) and Michael Patrick Gaffney 
(Martha Brewster) and photographer Cheshire 
Dave met at the Shadelands Ranch Museum 
on Ygnacio Valley Road for a pre-production 
photo-shoot that gave us our first public 
looks of the Brewster sisters from this historic 
comedy.  

Listed with the National Register of Historic 
Places, the Shadelands Ranch Museum was 
the perfect spot to photograph this incredible 
cast in early 20th century surroundings.  

Built in 1903, the Museum was originally the 
home of Hiram Penniman, an early Walnut 
Creek resident. Hiram moved to Walnut Creek

in 1850 and over time owned over 500 acres 
of fruit and nut orchards throughout the 
Ygnacio Valley.  

The large, redwood framed Colonial Revival 
house was built by Penniman to provide for 
the future of his unmarried daughter, Mary, 
and is still furnished with many of her original 
belongings! 

The home is operated today by the Walnut 
Creek Historical Society and is open for 
public tours and a multitude of special events 
throughout the year. Center REP thanks 
them and especially Jackie Bird, Shadelands 
Ranch Museum Office and Events Manager, 
who graciously allowed us to explore this 
beautiful Walnut Creek historic setting.
